
The Simple Present Tense ( Part 3 )                   

➢ In the third person singular i.e. he, she and it, for some verbs ending in ‘y’, remove 

the ‘y’ and add ‘ies‘.   

 

👉  NOTE  : There is a consonant before the  ‘y’  in each of the verbs below.

👉 NOTE    :  But when there is a vowel before the  ‘y’ ,  the verbs take ‘s’ in the third person 

singular. 

  EXAMPLES: :o  He   says                  She   destroys 

 

👉 REMEMBER :  a , e , i , o and u are vowels
